A
crucial turning point was the publication of J.D. Bernal's Social Function of Science in 1939, but the field
did not resume until after World h/ar ll, with the release of D.J.D. Price's books Science Since Babylon
and Little Science, Big Science in 1961 and '1963, respectively. By using the Histcite software to depict
his contribution as well as the following impact of the journal Scientometrics on the development of the
subiect, his role as the Father of Scientometrics is made abundantly clear. Both V.V. Nalimov, the creator
of Naukometriya, and Tibor Braun, who customized the neologism for the journal, are responsible for the
name Scientometrics.
